It gives me a great pleasure to visit Poland with a Finnish business 

delegation. Contacts and relations between our countries have 

always been close and intensive. One reason is of course our close 

neighbourhood on the opposite sides of the Baltic Sea. 

Poland's EU membership and accession to the internal market has 

given a powerful boost to our bilateral trade. From 2005 Finnish exports 

to Poland has grown between 21 to 37 per cent annually and Poland's 

export to Finland between 15 to 35 per cent. Because of the global 

economic recession, this year's figures have decreased. Even though 

the growth and investments have been strong and systematic, there are 

still great potentials to strengthen bilater economic relations further.

We are familiar with Poland's favourable economic development. 

An excellent proof of this is that Poland is one of the few countries 

in Europe and even world wide that has been able to keep its 

positive economical growth in spite of global recession. Domestic 

demand and investments continue to remain at high levels and 

major investments are also being made for the European Football 

Championship 2012. Systematic policies to further improve overall 

business environment together with the country's favourable logistical 

location have made Poland an attractive destination for foreign direct 

investments, also for Finnish companies.

There are some 200 Finnish companies in Poland and 70 of them 

have productive activity. Their cumulative investments are in total 

1,5 billion euros in sectors like cargo handling, paper converting, 
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telecommunications and power grids, defence material, heat and 

energy production, steel products, construction materials, food 

products and various services. These sectors among others are also 

well represented in my business delegation.

Finland is one of the most export-oriented and open economies in 

the world. The high standard of education, environmental standards, 

high R&D investment and advanced information society have brought 

Finnish private sector to the forefront in adopting new technologies 

and culture of innovation.

Both Finland and Poland support the EU's internal market and its 

four freedoms. The EU Strategy for the Baltic Sea Region consists of 

concrete projects that aim to improve and enhance the functioning of 

the internal market in our region thus making it a genuine home market. 

The programme of my two-day visit provides excellent opportunities 

for me and Finnish companies to discuss with the Polish authorities 

and business community and to exchange ideas and establish new 

networks, as well as to strengthen already existing relations. I am 

confident that this visit gives us new perspectives on how to deepen 

trade and investment relations between our countries.

The country and the people

Finland is a republic in northern Europe with an advanced industrial 

economy, highly educated people and a sophisticated infrastructure. 

Finland's population is 5.2 million. The capital, Helsinki, and the 

neighboring towns, Espoo and Vantaa, form the fast-growing Helsinki 

metropolitan region, which now has almost a million residents. Other 

important towns are Tampere and Turku in southern Finland, and Oulu 

in the North.

Finland is the sixth largest country in Europe by area. The neighboring 

countries are Sweden, Norway and Russia, as well as Estonia across 

the Gulf of Finland.

Finland is a parliamentary democracy and a constitutional republic. 

The President of Finland is Ms. Tarja Halonen, who was re-elected 

for a second term in March 2006. The three biggest parties in Finland 

are the National Coalition Party, the Center Party, and the Social 

Democratic Party. Finland's Prime Minister, Mr. Matti Vanhanen, 

represents the Center Party.

Finland is a member of the WTO, the UN, the OECD and the 

European Council. In 1995 Finland became a member of the 

European Union. The Finnish currency unit is the euro. Finland was 

one of the 12 EU countries that started using euro cash in 2002.

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The economy

The main Finnish industries are the paper industry, electronics 

(especially information technology and mobile communications), and 

metal and engineering. Forests are still Finland's most crucial raw 

material resource, although the engineering and high technology 

industries have long been the leading branches of manufacturing.

The global financial crisis has resulted in a rapid deterioration of 

Finland's economic prospects. The export-driven economy has 

suffered from weak demand in export markets that has resulted in 

a sharp decline in industrial output. In 2009 the Finnish economy is 

expected to shrink for the first time since 1993. In the latest forecast 

in September 2009 the Ministry of Finance predicts contraction of the 

GDP by 6* this year. Diminishing demand in the international markets 

will cut exports by around a fifth this year and rising cost of finance 

will put a damper on the growth of investments. Private consumption 

will also be much more sluggish than before. Public finances will 

deteriorate sharply. It is projected that the budgetary position in 

general government will deteriorate by almost 13 billion euros from 

last year and slip into deficit for the first time in more than ten years.

Foreign trade

Being a small country Finland is highly dependent on foreign trade. 

The recession brought to an end a sustained period of export-driven 

economic growth. A record high 47 per cent of the goods and 

services produced in Finland were exported in 2008. In the first half on 

2009 the value of the goods exports fell by over one-third compared 

to the corresponding period last year. As the cyclical outlook is 

expected to improve in Finland's main export markets Germany, 

Sweden and Russia, there are good grounds to expect that Finnish 

exports will strengthen in the latter half of the year. Nonetheless the 

Ministry of Finance predicts that exports will decline by 22 * in the 

whole of 2009, and export prices will fall considerably. 

The volume of imports will fall around one-fifth and import prices will 

drop by almost 10* in 2009. Imports will remain weak also in 2010, 

falling by one per cent.

 

The merchandise trade and current-account balances have recorded 

large surpluses in recent years, thanks to a strong performance of 

exporters. In 2008, however, the situation began to deteriorate. In 

2009 the current account surplus to GDP ratio will fall to around 1.5 

* from an average of 6 * over the past decade.

Finnish companies exported goods worth 2.12 billion EUR to Poland 

in 2008. The value of exports increased 37 per cent from 2007. 

Compared to the year 2004, exports increased over 150 per cent. 

However, in 2009 the value of exports has decreased considerably. In 

the first eight months of the year Finnish companies exported goods 

worth only 884.7 million EUR to Poland.

Finnish imports from Poland increased as well from 2004 to 2008. 

In 2008 the value of imports was 1.07 billion EUR, 35 per cent more 

than in 2007. During this year imports have decreased. Between 

January and August Finnish companies imported goods worth 

508.1 million EUR from Poland.

Finnish companies import mainly machinery, equipment and transport 

equipment and manufactured goods from Poland. The first category 

had a share of 38.2 per cent and the second a share of 19.9 per cent 

in total imports in 2008. Besides, mineral fuels and lubricants were 

quite important a group with 13.2 per cent of the total.
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
